Workshop Session Pertaining to Kleberg County’s Network Technology Plan 

The Court met in Workshop Session concerning the division of the networks between the probation department, where the system has been housed and the main courthouse.  Judge Escobar asked Brian Birdwell, who has handled the IT duties for Kleberg County and who is an employee in the probation department and Joe Rodriguez, the new IT director to give presentations on the separation of the networks. Rodriguez said that the firewall had been purchased and was waiting to be installed by AT&T. He mentioned having an engineer named Mr. Hughes examine what the county had and needed for the separation of the networks. Birdwell said the separation would not cost more than the price of the firewall and labor to make the division. He mentioned the separation of the networks was necessary due to having two administrators now on staff and could not work. Rodriguez told the court of the possibility of having the City of Corpus Christi donating and transferring a server to the County that the City was no longer using. Birdwell told the court that all the equipment they currently had, were not purchased all at once and that the County could do the same and didn’t have to go through such expense all at once. Simpson and Birdwell explained to the Court on the usage of the internet and how it worked. Rodriguez told the Court that the separation was scheduled for the weekend of February 9th and that AT&T was scheduled to make the connections.
