Open Bids Award Contract For the Airport Improvements Project

Judge Escobar began the meeting with a comment to those in attendance and involved in the airport improvement project; he stated that the upcoming project was a major undertaking and that there was a lot of controversy and that some individuals did not want to see the project completed or to be fulfilled. He went on to say since they did not live in Kleberg County and working on the project, his advice would have been for them to have tried to meet up with the County Judge during the process. Escobar said as Judge for Kleberg County he did not even know who the engineer in charge was for the project and out of professional courtesy those involved should have introduced themselves prior to the bidding process.

Commissioner Schultz placed the item on the agenda to open bids and to make an award to those that submitted bids. He said it was a $5 million project and that the County had received one bid. He asked those in attendance, Paul Slusser, TxDot project manager for engineering aviation out of Austin and Sheri E. Hollaway, senior project manager with Klotz Associates out of Houston, to make a presentation. Hollaway said she was the engineer for the project and Commissioner Cantu asked who had selected her firm. Schultz said a selection team had been in place for some time and that former Commissioner Norma Alvarez had put the selection team together for the project.  

Judge Escobar announced that the only bid the County had received was from Bay LTD, 1414 Corn Products Road out of Corpus Christi. He gave the envelope containing the bid to the engineer for review and the Court took a five minute recess.


When the Court reconvened, Hollaway told the Court that she as the engineer could not give a recommendation until she could verify the bid tabulation. She did say that the bidder gave a qualified bond, which the bidder had acknowledged the addendum, and they had included their insurance certificate and she said they showed to be a responsible bidder. She read the base bid price to be $3,598,857.50 and $259,200.14 for the add alternate. She told the Court that TxDot requested for her to take the bid back to the office for evaluation and said she could send the County her recommendation letter by email the next morning. Judge Escobar said they could place the item back on the agenda for the regular meeting planned for the following Monday morning.

TxDot project manager Paul Slusser told the Court that at the end of the project any funds left over would be refunded by 10 percent to the County.
